The Court further Qrders that for vecords subject to this Order maintained by the
Denton County Clerk, the Denton County Cleck shall mark any physical file and any
electronic file with the notation "Restricted Access."

SECURITY POLICY § DENTON COUNTY, TEXAS

I. The Court Orders that all persons entering the Charlie J. Cole Building are prohibited from
entering into the Charlie J. Cole Building with or possessing within that building the
following objects:

A. Pursuant to Penal Code Section 46.03 Places Weapons Prohibited:

1. a firearm;

2. an illegal knife;

3. aclub; or

4. a prohibited weapon listed in Penal Code Section 46.05(a), to wit:
an explosive weapon;
. amachine gun;

a short-barrel firearm;
. a firearm silencer;
knuckles;
armor-piercing ammunition,;

. a chemical dispensing device;
. azip gun; or

a tire deflation device.

!
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B. General Public: Any other weapon, device, or object that is determined by the
security staff or the Judge of the Court or the Chief Juvenile Probation Officer or his
designee or the County Clerk or the Bailiff of the Court to be a potential threat to the
peace and safety of the Charlie J. Cole Building or persons within that building,
including but not limited to “legal” knives, “pepper spray” and similar objects.

C. Employees: Any other weapon, device, or object that is determined by the security
staff or the Judge of the Court or the Chief Juvenile Probation Officer or his designee
or the County Clerk or the Bailiff of the Court to be an actual and imminent threat to
the peace and safety of the Charlie J. Cole Building or persons within that building.



D. The following persons are excepted from this Order if they are engaged in the actual
discharge of their official duties:

1. Peace officers;

2. Any person who believes he/she is exempt from this law and Order who gets
prior permission from the presiding judge to bring an otherwise prohibited item
into the Charlie J. Cole Building. Permission must be obtained for each day the
person wishes to be exempt from this law and Order.

II. The Court Orders that all persons entering the main door of the Charlie J. Cole Building shall
submit themselves and their belongings to be screened by the on-duty security guard(s).

I1I. The following persons are exempted from such screening if they are engaged in the actual
discharge of their official duties:

A. Peace officers;

B. A judge or justice of the supreme court, the court of criminal appeals, a court of
appeals, a district court, a criminal district court, or a statutory county court;

C. An employee of a penal institution who is performing a security function; or

D. An on-duty security guard who is an employee or agent of Denton County.

IV. Only Elected Officials, Visiting Judges assigned to perform duties in County Court at Law
Number One of Denton County, and authorized Denton County Employees may enter any
portion of the Charlie Cole Building that is accessible by “badge access” or “key access” unless
the person obtains prior approval from the relevant Elected Official or Department Head.

(2) Special pleas, if any;

(3) Motions to quash or exceptions to the form or substance of the Petition/Motion to Modify;
(4) Motions to suppress evidence--When a hearing on the motion to suppress evidence is
granted, the Court may determine the merits of said motion on the motions themselves, or upon
opposing affidavits, or upon oral testimony, subject to the discretion of the Court;

(5) Motions for change of venue by the State or the Respondent; provided, however, that such
motions for change of venue, if overruled at the pre-trial hearing, may be renewed by the State or
the Respondent during the voir dire examination of the jury;

(6) Discovery;

(7) Entrapment; and

(8) Motion for appointment of interpreter.

C. Each Motion shall be accompanied by a Proposed Order.

In this regard, Probation may temporarily transport the detained Respondent/Child
from the Facility for purposes that Probation deems reasonable and necessary, such as for
medical and dental needs and counseling visits. The Court shall refer to these transports as
“custody transports™.

Dress Code:

All persons shall be attired in a manner reflecting the dignity of the Court.
Except with prior permission of the Court, the Dress Code is as follows:

No hats/caps/other headwear
No shorts

No tank tops

No bare midriffs

No sagging pants

No flip-flops

Courtroom Decorum:

Cameras, video recording devices, and audio recording devices are NOT allowed in the
courtroom.

All cell phones and electronic devices must be turned off and stowed away BEFORE entering
the courtroom. Exception: Court staff and officers of the Court may use such devices (on silent
mode) for work-related purposes.

No beverages, food, gum, or tobacco products are allowed in the courtroom. Exception: Court
staff and officers of the Court may have water in the courtroom.

These Orders are enforceable by contempt, which, for an adult, is punishable by up to six months
in jail and/or a $500 fine.

For instance, the
appointment of an attorney for a detention matter does not necessarily mean the attorney will be
appointed once the case is filed.
